All moneys (salaries and percentage points) will be payable to each of the persons set forth in parentheses after each of the positions only in the event each of these persons actually performs the customary services for his/her position through the completion of the production of the film. 

Any person not providing such services will receive no salary or percentage points, unless otherwise agreed by the producers. Any person, after earning his or her percentage, may assign all or any part of the same by written notification thereof to (film company).

Tips...

-Always be specific in what the cast and crew will receive for working on the movie. If they will be working for free, either write that they will be paid nothing or just leave their name out of the payment section, and have them sign it. If you're very low budget, I recommend deferred payment, meaning if the movie makes money, everyone gets a percentage of the profit.

-Notice that paragraph right after the percentage points. MAKE SURE you add a clause like that paragraph which basically states "if you don't do your job, you get nothing."
